Guidelines for PowerPoint Presentations
Three PowerPoint presentations will be due throughout the course.  The student will select one of the topics below and create a presentation on the same topic. 
Presentations should include the following information about a specific sport injury or condition, and should have a minimum of 20 slides. Presentations should be completed using PowerPoint, and include the use of appropriate visual aids (picture, diagrams, etc).  The presentation must be uploaded to the assignment submission box on the course page.  
PP must be professional, have transitions from slide to slide, be create and use at least 1 video. The video must work in the PP to get full credit. Appropriate citations must be included, and at least 5 different sources must be used.
Below is an assignment and grading guide for term papers and presentations.
